a. Signs – Dead End, Stop Ahead and No Parking signs will be installed this spring.   
b. Road Work – Project Total:  $37,929 / Grant request: $15,474.23 (Net District Cost:  $22,454.77) – 

Mary Kindt reported that she talked to Curt at Melgaard Construction, and they should be working on 
the project this spring.  It would be good to do the project when there is moisture.  The last blading 
didn’t last very well because there wasn’t much moisture.  The project scope is as follows: 



 
1. Add J-Base to 3,330 feet of N Sage Hill Road from intersection of Borderline Road north 

to interstate ($18,803.10 X 50% grant request) 
2. Add J-Base to approx.. 3,000 feet of Borderline Rd from mailboxes off Lower Rd to 

intersection of Borderline and Sage Hill Road ($16,140 X 33% grant request) 
3. Add J-Base to 530 feet of S Sage Hill Rd form intersection of Borderline Road and Sage 

Hill Rd (going south ($2,985.90 X 25% grant request) 
 
There is a semi-truck turning around by the underpass that is breaking the road down.  It looks like it 
is hauling in equipment.  It’s a blue vehicle with a flatbed.  Board members are trying to find out who 
it is to get them to stop.   

 
c. Budget for 7/1/21 – 6/30/22 – The budget was reviewed.  There was discussion on any federal funds 

that might be available for road maintenance.  Mary Kindt will talk to Carol Seeger in the County 
Commissioners office regarding funds for roads.  Valerie Hurm moved to approve the proposed 
budget for 7/1/21 – 6/30/22 as discussed.  Lorraine Terrell seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

**1 - County commissioners approved this 50%  request because only 14 of the 53 lots in Wild Horse Creek ISD drive this section of road whereas 100% of the 

   landowners in Moon Ridge's 74 lot district drive that section of road.  The County Commissioners approved it, taking 17% (the difference between

   the 33% that would normally be approved and the 50% requested in this grant request) from Moon Ridge's District Support Grant allotment.
